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Sin City History - The Chicken Ranch

James Dean, Coca Cola,
Apple Pie, American
Classics. That’s exactly
what new Charter Member
of the Sin City Chamber of
Commercesis. . .

The Chicken Ranch was
established at about the
time Texas became a
State, at a little trading post
on the beautiful Colorado
River in La Grange, Texas. It
catered to local farmers,
ranchers and soldiers.

The reputation of the
Ranch grew worldwide as
the proprietors maintained
a high standard of ethics.

The Chicken Ranch
became so much a part of
the history of the Southwest
that president Johnson
once paid a publicized visit
to the ranch for historical
value.

Why the name Chicken
Ranch?

Well, it was a lot easier to
come across chickens to
barter for services at a time
when hard cash was not
easily come by in the 1840s.

Things ran peacefully, even

though the operations of
the Ranch had been illegal
for nearly 130 years. Sadly,
however, in 1973 after a
massive public awareness
campaign which was
mounted by Marvin Zindler,
a moralistic Houston
television reporter,
Governor Dolph Briscoe
ordered Sheriff T.J. Flourney
to close the Texas Chicken
Ranch and a chapter of
Texas history ended with it.

This event was later
artistically depicted in the
